CRITERIA FOR SELECTION:

e Submissions make a unique contribution to the field of Baptist history and/or theology;

e Professional and academic writing standards are met, especially re: attributions and
citations;

e (Citations, format, and style must follow the Chicago Manual of Style;

e Maximum length: 25 double-spaced pages (excluding notes);

e Submission must be in final draft form, free from errors and ready for publication. (e.g.
If you wrote the paper for a class, revise it for a more general audience than your
professor and remove professor’s name, course number, and anything else that marks it
as a classroom assignment.)

The winning essay is
eligible for publication in the American Baptist Quarterly
and its author awarded a $500 prize.
